Some!mes we are lucky, and most !mes we get
ourselves into unexpected territories that could have beendad.

Here is an example of a car that was purchased and inspected byliesdacility. The vehicle was sold to the
customer and upon our vehicle inspec!on we were sheatkt what we found. To put it in the simplest of terms,
“HOLY ™ ....CAN"AB THAT WORD” does not su#ce. Here is the beginfimlgad we found:

Front Suspension System:

Here is a front suspension system right hand upper control arrhibgghat has been replaced by another
facility. We discovered that the rear nut / washer camevd§ile the customer was driving. YIKES. This
explained the clonks while braking, which if not addess&ould have led to uneven !re wear (a safety factor)
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Radiator Cooling System:

In this ingance, there was an uncontrolled leakage of coolant at theang the bo!om of the radiator. This picture clearly
shows the age of the radiator and the need for a recoreis $itua"on could have been disastrous if the radidtled and
lost coolant, resul"ng in an overheated engine.

Transmission Assembly:

During the vehicle inspedh, we conducted a road test and heard a noise comioig the gearbox in three gears. A#er
inspec"ng the Dextron $uid and the gearbox pan, we discovarethl $akes, indicated that the gearbox was in need of a
complete overhaul, which is going to be very expessi

There were many more issues found on this vehicle that @¥hbéoth safety and mechanical integrity. The moral of the
story is to make sure you know exactly what you are ggé&ourself into by conduc"ng a pre-purchase inspec It would
be the best money you have ever spent’
